I was not surprised when I read the report from the National Autism Center regarding successful social skills programs. I also recently read research showing that some social skills programs do not work. I completely agree, if the program is not structured to teach practical life skills, problem solving and communication skills it is not practical and the child may not generalize the skills. On the side bar I have outlined all the things that will set “All for 3’s apart from the other social skills programs. Anyone who has attended our summer camps recognize the work we put into the camp and that is exactly what we will do in All for 3’s club. Checkout the fliers circulating.  
Now that we are starting this club, I have to put on my preschool teacher’s hat that I had retired. On serious note, we hope to watch the shape that friendships take at the different ages. While toddlers may not fully want to play together, but they will learn the whole cooperation thing is overrated as we adult know. However, we would like to teach them if someone has a toy that they want; they should simply grab it and run, like other typical peers. The three year olds understand the ideas of sharing and cooperation…at least in concept. If they want someone else’s toy, they still grab it and run, but at least we want them to, watch and make sure no adult is looking or wait until the teachers aren’t looking. The Pre-k and K understand that at this point cooperation and sharing are really expected and no one wants to be accused of not being a good friend or following the rules.
