Cycle 2 Week 3
Let’s Talk Conversations
Time Duration: 

20-30 minutes: Conversation game
20 minutes: Break up into two groups and carry on question game
10 minutes: Review, wrap up with parents
Objective: 

1. Initiate conversations with peers
2. Make appropriate questions using visual scripts
3. Make comments to peers
4. Maintain conversations using questions  and comments up to 8 turn loops
Materials: Part 1 reviewing all the lessons from past week in their album
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This week we are going to teach the children to carry out conversations with each other. 

Game 1
1. Write down comments and questions on different pieces of paper. 

2. Have the child/children come up with topics they would like to talk about. 

3. Next cut the questions starters and the comment starters in long strips and place on the table. 

4. Make sure the question starter strips are different colors from the comment starter strips, as well as the topic strips. 

5. The person chooses a topic strip (for non reader, read the topic strip to the child). 

6. The person has to use a question or comment to initiate a dialogue with the group. 

7. The person gets points for initiating the conversation as well as making comments or asking questions. 

8. Then he the rest of the questions, comments and topics back in the bowl. 

9. To win the person with the most related questions, topic and questions win that round. 

10. The next round chooses a partner to practice your topic, comments and questions. 
11. To play the next level the person that has the topic hands the comment/question cards to his or her communication partner. 
12. They each must extend the topic by making comments and asking questions. 

Game # 2 Video—Jay Jay the jet plane
1. Have each children identify the topics
2. The children will take turns answering questions about a chosen topic and collecting stickers 
3. The children will draw and recall the movie and state the part they enjoyed the most.

Start the process with just you and the child or another peer.

On a piece of paper write down the child’s interest versus your interest.

The goal  is to make sure you both have equal turns in talking about what you both want.  

You may want to use the Jenga game or Tic Tac To,  game or similar games that will not distract from your main objective.  

Explain to the child that you are both going to take turns talking about things that interest you. 

The rule of the game is for the child to move a Jenga piece when the child acknowledges something you said by asking a question. 

He can ask you to repeat what you said. 

Prompt the child as to the appropriate remarks or questions the child should make or ask.
